Dividing Your Estate
	
When deciding how you will divide your estate, you will want to first decide if you want to give any special gifts before 
you designate how your residuary estate will be given.  
	 A special gift is an asset that you want to give to a specific individual or organization for a specific reason.  For 
example, you might want to give your wedding band to your daughter (instead of just having it sold and the proceeds 
divided). Or maybe you want to leave the sum of $5,000 to a grandchild.  Perhaps you also want to give the proceeds of 
your IRA account to a ministry to save taxes.
	 Your residuary estate is everything left over after special gifts have been distributed and final expenses paid.  Using 
the example above, after your wedding band is given to your daughter, your remaining jewelry would be part of your 
residuary estate.  

Important Note: Depending on state law and the type of property you own, you may be required to distribute part or all 
of your estate to the surviving spouse.

If your estate is controlled by a Will, or if you have 
no plan, your assets will be distributed by the Per-
sonal Representative (formerly Executor) named in 
your Will and/or appointed by the court.  If you have 
a Trust, the Trustee (or “Successor Trustee”) will 
carry the responsibility of distributing your estate.

A Personal Representative’s duties include the 
following:

Duties of a Personal Representative and Trustee

A Trustee’s duties may vary according to the terms 
of the Trust documents.  Generally,  the Trustee will 
be responsible for assembling and safeguarding the 
trust assets, paying final expenses, and distributing 
the assets as directed in the trust.  However, the 
Trustee is not required to file a petition with the 
court, nor is he or she required to seek court ap-
proval when distributing assets.  By eliminating 
court supervision and the accompanying expense, 
the job of a Trustee is normally much less burden-
some and time-consuming than that of a Personal 
Representative
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How to choose a Personal Representative and 
Trustee (and alternates)
Choosing a Personal Representative or Trustee is 
probably one of your most important and usually 
one of your most difficult decisions.  Here are some 
things to consider:

Availability 
•   How close are they to the estate property?  
•   	Can they handle it conveniently?  
•   	Can they handle it inexpensively?  
•   	Will they be available when needed?

Qualifications 
•   	Do they have business management,		

		  or financial experience?  
•   	Can you trust them?
  

Family Member or Friend
They may be placed in potential no-win situations, 
particularly when distributing personal items.  Af-
ter all, money is easy to divide, but what about the 
pictures, piano and crystal bowl?

Advantages
	 •	 May not charge a fee
	 •	 May have a more personal interest
	 •	 May have special expertise

A Family member or Friend 
as co-trustee with a 
Corporate Trustee 

One possible solution is to name a family member/
friend together with a corporate trustee as “co-
trustees.”

Remember, if you do not name someone, the probate 
judge will!  That person may be more interested in 
their fee than the family’s interest. 
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This is one of the most important and difficult ques-
tions that parents must answer.  But, if you do not 
appoint a guardian, a probate judge will have no 
way of knowing what your wishes would have been.  
And the judge is not likely to make the same type 
of choice that you would.  Thus, you need to do the 
choosing yourself!

Steps to follow:

1. Prepare a list of possible guardians.

2. Rate each individual or couple according 
to degree of responsibility, accessibility, lifestyle, 
moral tenets, opinions on child raising and personal 
compatibility with your children.

3. Consider potential guardians’ ages, whether 
they have children of their own, and ages of their 
children.  For instance, individuals with no children 
may have difficulty because they never had children.  
Individuals with two children may not desire more 
or don’t want a larger family.  Individuals with older 
children may not want younger ones again.

4. Lifestyle -  most important!  Is it compatible 
with your Christian lifestyle so your children will 
grow spiritually?  Unfortunately, it may be neces-
sary to go outside blood family.  When you have 
made your choice be sure to discuss it with potential 
guardians.

5. Let children know who you are considering.  
They might have some surprising input.  This could 
strengthen the bond between children and possible 
guardian.  In some areas, children over 14 years old 
can challenge guardianship.  

6. Meet with the people you are considering to 
determine their willingness and their viewpoints on 
issues that are critical to you as parents.  You may not 
find anyone that satisfies all your criteria.  Prioritize 
your criteria and select the best option.

  
7. Be sure to provide for alternate guardians in 

case the first choice is unable or unwilling to care 
for your children.  If you are choosing a couple, 
make provisions for the what-ifs: divorce, death of 
one spouse, etc.

8. Keep in touch with the guardians you have 
appointed to advise them of current needs and 
plans for the children.  Observe possible changes 
in guardians’ attitudes or lifestyles that might cause 
you to make some changes.  Use these meetings to 
let your children and guardians get to know each 
other.  Your children should be aware of who would 
be their guardians.

9. Prepare a memorandum of instructions for 
the guardians.  This would include a list of things 
important to your children’s well-being: such as 
their allergies, medical requirements, family medical 
history, personality traits, behavior responses.  You 
can state your personal opinions about allowances, 
dating, schooling, driving, drinking and other areas 
of parental discretion.	

	
10. Provide direction about spending funds to 

achieve short-range and long-range goals.  Is a car 
or a vacation in Europe more important than long-
range goals, such as college, or a nest egg for going 
into business?

All the above are the ideal – you might not be able 
to reach all of these ideals – but see how close you 
can come with the Lord’s counsel.  It is a project!  
Give it the time and effort it deserves.
